By the end of 1st grade I can 
read and write in English and 
French. I write in cursive in 
1st grade. In second grade 
I perfect my reading and 
comprehension skills.

Subjects I study in two languages: 
Language arts, math, science and 
social studies. I also do sports, 
visual arts, and music, in French 
or English. I use technology to 
discover the world in science or 
history and geography.

I have homework regularly and learn 
how to become more independent.

I develop skills to prepare for 
elementary school: acquire vocabulary 
through stories, discover writing, 
develop gross and fine motor skills, and 
learn creative expression through 
artistic activities such as drawing, 
painting or music. I discover math and 
geometry to develop logic, problem
solving skills and perception of space.

I discover the world in 
areas such as weather, 
shapes, colors, animals 
and plants. I learn about 
hygiene and health.
I develop social skills such 
as listening, understanding 
and playing with other 
children.

By the end of 5th grade I ve 
experienced a complete bilingual 
program. Half of my day is in 
English and the other in French; 
I ve started Spanish. I work on 
in-depth written communication 
skills: vocabulary, grammar, and 
essays; and I read more books.

I study geography and history 
of the world in French, and 
American social studies in 
English. I develop new skills in 
math: number sense, decimals 
and fractions, problem 
solving and geometry in both 
languages. I study biology 
and physics.

I use technology to work 
on projects such as keynote 
presentations. I have the 
opportunity to express my 
talents in visual arts, music 
or in sports.

I can choose elective classes to 
focus on subjects that motivate 
me: extended studies in French or 
English, and s or clubs like theater, 
music, latin, computer skills, 
yearbook, science or math.

I learn and understand values such 
as respect, tolerance and being open 
to others and their cultures.

By the end of 8th grade I have excellent language and 
communication skills in both English and French, and 
a very good level in Spanish.

I am also prepared to continue in a French lycée or an 
international high school. My classes are: language arts

in English and French; social studies, math, 
science, history and geography, visual arts 
and music, and physical education in one or 
both languages.
